Centre for Asian Legal Studies was created in the Faculty of Law, Lomonosow MSU in order to organize and conduct science researches and education aimed at solving long-range objectives in relations with Asian countries.

Centre performs various tasks:

· Researching different branches of Asian law and their regulation;

· Expansion of contacts with Russian/Asian experts and law firms, engaged in practice or researches in the field of Asian law;

· Organization of effective interaction between  scientific and educational centers, universities, other organizations and public authorities for the sake of exchanging scientific information and joint educational and research projects;

· Development and implementation of educational courses;
· Conducting applicable scientific researches and practical activities in order to upgrade skills of entrepreneurs, public authorities and other concerned persons;

· Development of international cooperation in the field of legal regulation of Asian countries.

Centre was created by approbation of the Russian government. Igor I. Shuvalov, the First Deputy Prime Minister of the Russian Federation, opened Centre. Mr. Shuvalov expressed his satisfaction with the Faculty’s aspiration for researching Asian law and interacting with Asia. In this regard, he emphasized the importance of joint work of the Law Faculty and RCLS.

Meetings with representatives of the legal community of Asian countries are held in Centre. One of the first events of CALS was the official visit of the Senior State Minister of Justice of Singapore, Mr. Indranee Rajah on April 28, 2016. During the work of the CALS, Faculty of Law was visited by delegations from China, Japan, Korea, Vietnam, Indonesia, Malaysia and other countries.

CALS setting up classes and student roundtables on the law, culture and economy of Asian countries. The Center has a unique library, which includes publications from mainland China, Hong Kong, Macau, Singapore, Malaysia, Indonesia and Japan, and other jurisdictions. This collection of books on Asian contemporary law is unrivaled and provides a good basis for training lawyers who have decided to study and work with Russia's eastern neighbors. At the moment the library contains about one thousand units of storage in various language. Library is systematically expanding due to donations of partners and colleagues of CALS.
