On November 29, 2024, the Faculty of Law hosted the International Online Conference
on Digital Economy and Law "National and Legal Regulation of the Digital Economy:
Intersection Points", organized by the Scientific and Educational Center for Legal Research on
Artificial Intelligence and Digital Economy and the Department of Entrepreneurial Law of the
Faculty of Law of Lomonosov Moscow State University. The conference was chaired by Professor
Yulia Kharitonova, Head of the Scientific and Educational Center for Legal Research on Atrtificial
Intelligence and Digital Economy, Professor of the Department of Entrepreneurial Law at
Lomonosov Moscow State University; Professor Natalya Kozlova, Deputy Dean for Research of
the Faculty of Law of Lomonosov Moscow State University; Professor Evgeny Gubin, Head of
the Department of Entrepreneurial Law at Lomonosov Moscow State University.

Ekaterina Gubaeva, a graduate student of the Department of Business Law at Moscow
State University, also acted as an assistant for the preparation and organization of the event.

Currently, active work is underway at the national level to create a legal framework for the
implementation of various digital projects. Artificial intelligence, blockchain, cryptocurrencies,
virtual worlds, etc. are in the center of attention of legislators. During the conference, attendees
had the opportunity to familiarize themselves with carefully researched presentations and
participate in constructive discussions that touched upon the most important issues of modern law
and jurisprudence. Speakers shared their unique perspectives and experiences, which deepened the
participants' understanding of current issues.

The conference was opened by the report of Doctor of Law, Professor Yulia Kharitonova,
Head of the Scientific and Educational Center for Legal Research on Artificial Intelligence and
Digital Economy, Professor of the Department of Business Law at Moscow State University
named after M.V. Lomonosov: ""Technological convergence and legal regulation: a national or
international problem?"".

Aarti Aneja, Senior Associate Professor, Campus Law Center, Faculty of Law, University
of Delhi (India) presented the report: "*Crossing the legal boundaries of the digital economy:
India and Russia's vision for 2030™". In the course of his presentation, the speaker revealed his
vision of harmonization of the legislation of Russia and India in the near future within the
framework of BRICS+.

The topic of the report by Nur Dzuhaida Osman, PhD, Senior Lecturer at Universiti Sains
Islam Malaysia (Malaysia) was "*Navigating the Bio-Digital Frontiers: Cyberbiosecurity, Ethics
and Artificial Intelligence'. This is not the first conference organized by the Department of
Business Law in which Nur Dzuhayda participates. This year's discussion focused on the latest
Malaysian developments in the protection of biological and genetic results created by artificial
intelligence.

Anna Belitskaya, Doctor of Law, Professor of the Department of Business Law, Faculty
of Law, Moscow State University named after M.VV. Lomonosov, devoted her report to the
problem of the Legal Aspect of Digital Transformation of the Investment Sphere. The report was
based on the previously published by Prof. Belitskaya A. V. together with Prof. Kharitonova Yu.

Nitesh Kumar Upadhyay, Associate Professor of Law, Symbiosis Law School, Noida
(Symbiosis International Honorary University) (India), dedicated his report to the Potential of the
Single Payment Interface in BRICS+ Countries: Unlocking Opportunities for Cross-Border
Digital Payments. The presentation showed, among other things, how the application of Islamic
law can change the way jurists look at traditional issues of international economic cooperation. It
is noteworthy that Nitesh Kumar Upadhyay organizes global virtual summer schools on artificial
intelligence, ethics and law that bring together universities from different countries. This work is
highly appreciated at our university and representatives of the Legal Research Center for Artificial
Intelligence and Digital Economy actively support this work.

The topic of the report by Sofia Filippova, Doctor of Law, Associate Professor of the
Department of Commercial Law and Fundamentals of Legislation of the Law Faculty of the
Lomonosov Moscow State University was the current topic "Information Technologies in
Commercial Activity: Legal Aspects'. The presentation sparked a discussion on the possibilities
of using technology to conclude commercial contracts in the practice of Russian courts and abroad.

Andrei Chizhov, a postgraduate student of the Department of Business Law, gave a
presentation on the legal regulation of digital assets in Russia, India and the UAE.

The next report in line was the presentation by Gergely Ferenc Lendvai, Ludovika
University of Public Administration, Faculty of Public Administration (Hungary): *"The Principle
of Transparency in Al Regulation - Comparative Legal Characteristics of European and
Chinese Experience'. The cooperation with Gergely Ferenc Lendvai started recently, but has been
very fruitful, with joint research on the regulation of artificial intelligence in Europe, China and
Russia.

Gamze Ascioglu OZ, Visiting Research Fellow at CCLS at Queen Mary Law School
(London, UK), Middle East Technical University (Turkey) deeply revealed the problem of
Regulation of the digital economy in Turkey from the perspective of competition law:
strengths/opportunities/challenges in her report.

The topical issue of ""Legal Science in the Digital Age' was the subject of the speech by
Mateus Puppe, LL.M., Ph.D. at Goethe University Frankfurt, lawyer in Brazil, Germany and
Portugal, partner at M.Puppe & Associates, as well as ECIJA Brazil in cooperation with Taylor
Wessing and partner at TKN technology Consultancy (Brazil). The moderator of the conference
Kharitonova Y.S. noted that the speaker is a long-time friend of our university, he participated in
our previous conferences, he specializes in legal regulation of tokenization, and as a lawyer
cooperates with Russian companies.

At the end of the conference, Moacir Henrique Junior, University of Minas Gerais
UEMG - Belo Horizonte (Brazil) together with Childo Giolo Junior, Postdoctoral Fellow in
Human Rights in the lus Gentium Conimbrigae (IGC/CDH) program at the Faculty of Law of the
University of Coimbra (Portugal). Doctor of Law, University Metropolitan Santos, Santos - Sao
Paulo (Brazil). Doctor of Law and Social Sciences, University of Buenos Aires (UMSA), Federal
Capital (Argentina). Professor of the Department of Civil Law of the Faculty of Law of the
University of Franca and the Department of Civil Procedure Law of the State University of Minas
Gerais (Brazil) presented a report on the topic of ""Data Regulation in Electronic Commerce:
Challenges and Harmonization of Global Privacy and Data Protection Policy"".

At the conclusion of the conference, the participants agreed that the academic discussion
was of a very high quality, which can be labeled as a celebration of legal cooperation and academic
diplomacy, which allows to create common justice rules in digital technologies that are universal
and truly transnational. This was made possible thanks to the support of all distinguished speakers.



The diversity of ideas and approaches discussed at the conference emphasizes the importance of
open dialogue and interdisciplinary collaboration in our field. All participants agree that only by
working together can we meet the challenges facing legal scholarship today and in the future.
The event allowed scientists to strengthen scientific ties with those who are already
working with MSU, as well as to find new promising contacts.
