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Alexander Golichenkov, Dean of Law Faculty of Lomonosov Moscow State University, Doctor of Law, Professor, Head of Department of Environmental and Land Law at the Law Faculty of Lomonosov Moscow State University (MSU), Honored Scientist of the Russian Federation, Corresponding Member of the Russian Academy of Education was born on January 18, 1952 in Moscow. 

In 1972 he entered the Law Faculty of Lomonosov Moscow State University from which he graduated cum laude in 1977.
